Avenue).

2. When and where possible variety names should be included to help educate the consumer.

3. To minimize errors, exhibitors must affix the correct entry tag with exact variety name written on the front, securely to every entry. If an article

is not brought in, the entry tag for that article must be returned to the Superintendent.

All perishable produce becomes the property of The Fairgrounds to be donated to the local food pantry at the end of the Fair.

Exhibitors may be from all of Western New York.
