3. Articles will be judged on the following: overall appearance, design, harmony of color, workmanship, quality of materials used, finishing and 

originality. 
4. Condition of the article must be clean, properly blocked and not noticeably worn.  Soiled articles will not be judged.  Articles are to be the 

work of the exhibitor.   
5. PLEASE NOTE:  In describing categories:  An article with a contrasting design refers to a color design.  An article with pattern stitch refers 

to a design in the stitch itself such as lace, cables, basket stitch, etc.  Unless otherwise indicated, articles may be either hand knitted or 
crocheted.
