FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS 
 
Q: When do I receive my passes (exhibitor tickets)? 
A: On entry days, when you bring your items to the Fair.  Passes will not be mailed. 
 
Q: Is the cost to exhibit $20 for each item or $20 total? 
A: The cost is $20 total regardless of the number of items you enter 
  
Q: When can my items be picked up from the Fair? 
A: Woodcarving:  Monday, August 23rd between 12:00 Noon and 7:00 PM, ONLY. 
 Conservation:  Monday, August 23rd between 7:30 AM and 2:30 PM, ONLY. 
 
Q: I am going to be out of town on entry/removal days, can someone else drop off/pick up my items? 
A: Yes, another person can drop off/pick up your items if you are unable to make it personally.  However, if another person is picking your 

items up make sure that you give them your claim checks. 
 
Q: Who do I make the check payable to? 
A: Make checks payable to the Erie County Fair. 
 
Q: Can I cash my prize check at the Fair? 
A: Yes, prize checks can be cashed at the Treasurer’s Office. 
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
